The vowel a is pronounced as cut in English
The vowel e is pronounced as egg in English
The vowel i is pronounced as key in English
The vowel o is pronounced as paw in English

The vowel u is pronounced as shoe in English

The vowel e is pronounced as pear in English
The vowel Tis pronounced as eel in English

Kia ora korua - Hello fo two people

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Naku, na - Yours faithfully

Naku iti noa, na - Yours sincerely

Nga mihi - Kind regards / thank you

Nga mihi nui - Kind regards (with more emphasis on gratitude)
Hei kona mai - Goodbye for now

Ma te wa - Bye for now / see you later

Noho ora mai - Stay well / look after yourself / good bye

Kia pai to ra - Have a nice day
